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Victims are coerced and exploited in 

the labor industry or sex trade for 

someone else’s gain.

This is happening across New York State.

Some victims of exploitation may:

• Be unusually anxious, fearful or submissive
• Work unusually long hours
• Be in debt to an employer
• Be paid below minimum wage or not at all
• Live and work in the same place
• Be prostituted by another person
